NEW LONDON VILLAGE COUNCIL

Regular Meeting – Monday, August 25, 2014 @ 7 p.m.
The Mayor called the meeting to order.  He then gave the invocation followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.
Roll call was then taken with the following members present: Myers, Cooke, Paramore, Curtis, Winslow, Martin.
Also present: Ellen Simmons, Lynn Phillips, John Chapin, and Chief Marko. 

Mayor Anderson then asked for approval of the agenda.  Myers made a motion to approve the agenda.  Winslow seconded the motion.  Roll call - all ayes.  No one opposed.
The Minutes from August 11, 2014 meeting were then presented for approval with corrections.  Curtis made a motion to approve the minutes.  Martin seconded the motion.  Roll call - all ayes.  No one opposed.
Mayor Anderson asked for any public questions or statements.
Ellen stated that tickets for the Terry Wilson benefit that is slated for Oct. 4, 2014 are available for purchase.  They are $25 each and they include entry into the event plus a meal.  Horses are still available to be sponsored for the event at $20 each.
Mayor Anderson then called for a report from the Administrator.

Water

· Valve replacement that took place on Monday, August 18th went very well. The Water/Wastewater crew had the new valve in and water service restore to the one effected by noon. 

· Water/Wastewater crews were out today patching areas around town that had been dug up due to a water main break or where a storm sewer tile failed. 

Wastewater

· SSO Elimination Project – crews have begun on South Main (State Route 60) installing laterals. That means the ROAD IS CLOSED. If you do not live between the Road Closed. Barricades You Have NO Business There. There has been a lot of false information going around by self-proclaimed experts about what the laws are for this project. 1. We don’t have to provide a flagger within the project area THE ROAD IS CLOSED. 2. The Barricades do not have to completely block off the road. Reason construction traffic entering and exiting the construction area & if you are a resident that live within the construction area you can come and go as needed. 3. If you enter the ROAD CLOSED CONSTRUCTION AREA YOU ARE ENTERING AN AREA YOU ARE NOT AUTHORIZED TO BE IN AND YOU ARE ENTERING AT YOUR OWN RISK. IF YOU GET CAUGHT DOING THIS YOU CAN BE TICKETED AND FINED. IF YOU DRIVE INTO A ROAD CLOSED CONSTRUCTION AREA & YOUR VEHICLE IS DAMAGED YOU ARE AT FAULT AND WILL BE HELD ACCOUNTABLE FOR THE DAMAGE CAUSED THIS ALSO INCLUDES PERSONAL INJURIES. YOU SHOULD NOT HAVE BEEN THERE. THE ONLY EXCEPTION TO THIS IS AGAIN THE RESIDENTS WHO LIVE WITHIN THE CONSTRUCTION AREA. The construction crews and the Village of New London will do their best to accommodate the residents who live within the Road Closers and if there are any issues please contact us immediately and we will respond.  We will also allow deliveries within the construction area such as mail, ups, FedEx, & school buses that have to pick up or drop off students.  This has been a long and trying project for all, we have been at this since December of last year but we still a few more months to go. We hope to be done with the major construction by the 1st of November. Next spring we will repave a large portion of the streets that have been the most effected & I am sure there will be some restoration that will need to be finished up. As far as restoration, if there is property damage caused from the construction of the new sewers to driveways, sidewalks, etc. it is the contractors and the Village’s intent to see that these areas are fixed. If you don’t know it by now we did have preconstruction video taken of the entire project and if you claim that your property was damaged during this project and the video & pictures taken before construction began shows that the damage claim existed before construction we will not fix that claim. More than one claim has proven to be false then the person or persons making the claim get mad at us because they were caught in a lie. As of right now the streets that are scheduled for complete resurfacing are North & South Main, East & West Main, East Washburn, Walnut, Shadyside, a large portion of Park Ave, a section of Prospect Street. I apologize for the inconveniences to the residents & businesses of New London but this project was not something we just dreamed up, it was mandated by the Ohio EPA and we know we are doing the right thing because the flow during rain events to our sewer plant is decreasing and that is the main goal of this project.

· Third Street has been resurfaced A.J. Riley, Inc. ground the road on Monday, August 18th & resurfaced the road Tuesday, August 19th. Over the entire project went smoothly with no major issues and the road looks great. 

· There is legislation before you tonight that I need passed on Emergency for this year’s OPWC funding round. This is the Birch Park Drive project. The applications are due next week at the County level.

Sanitation

· Dumpster rentals continue to be in high demand and there have been a few times we had customers had to wait for dumpster due to all of the being rented. Parks
· Park Board and the Village are working on last minute plans for Labor Day. Much of the work is done, always more to do. Presale Tickets are on sale at Gilberts Hardware & the Village Offices you can save $6.00 for the weekend by buying your tickets presale. They did add a Texas Hold’em Poker tournament that will be held on Saturday of Labor Day weekend in the Hileman Building.  
Mayor Anderson then asked for a report from the Water/Sewer Dept. 
John wanted to announce that Wendy Kidd had found a grant from the EPA and applied for it and we received the grant.  The grant is for the Water Plant 1 and Plant 2.  Plant 1 will receive 90% grant with a 10% match from the Village and Plant 2 will receive 80% grant with a 20% match from the Village.  John wanted to thank Wendy for her hard work on this grant.
Mayor Anderson then asked for a report from the Police Chief.  Chief Marko stated he had nothing new to report.
Bill Curtis had nothing to report from the Ambulance meeting.
Shawn stated that the proposed updates on the zoning code were in the final stages and we are at the point in the planning to start the public hearings with those that will be affected by the changes.  He wasn’t sure if that would get done before the end of the year or if we would have to wait until next year.  We are working the Poggemeyer Design Group to update the code and we had budgeted $7,500.  We have currently met that amount and council will need to decide if have the money to proceed this year our wait until next year’s budget.  There was no decision made on this issue at this meeting.
