REGULAR COUNCIL – AUGUST 22, 2011

The  Mayor called the meeting to order, followed by the invocation then the Pledge of Allegiance.

Roll call was taken with the following members present: Martin, Anderson, Cooke, Myers, Paramore and Kaufman.
Also present: Terry Wilson, Gary Hopkins, Denny Goetz, Barry Overy, Richard Pylant, Wayne Pylant, Rick Hall, John Chapin, Steve Bond, Chief Marko, Chris Rowland, Dick Sutherland, Chris Kelly, and Emory Bateson.

The Mayor then asked for approval of the Agenda.  Martin made a motion to approve the agenda. Myers seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes.
Paramore then made a motion to approve the minutes from the August 8, 2011 meeting. Myers seconded the motion. Roll call: Kaufman – abstain; Paramore – yes; Myers – yes; Cooke –yes; Anderson – abstain; and Martin-yes.

The Mayor then asked for a report from the Acting Administrator John Chapin.

John Chapin: We have been discussing the Hileman Building Air Conditioning and Heating system. Krock Engineering is working on getting those specs out.  We picked a drawing we liked from the original bids and are going to use that as a basis.  With that in mind I met with Denny at Firelands Electric, and have passed out a paper to each of you with the cost listing.  Again, in the original discussion it was a lot more money, than this is.  Firelands is going to do some prelimary work before Labor Day on a very bad pole, it has a big transformer on it, they are going to move that transformer over and put in the tanks for the three phase without putting it in right now.  That is no charge.  That is just to make that safe for right now.    The charge for putting in the three phase will be $2,806.00.  Barry, do you have anything to add.
Barry Kaufman:  I talked with Denny also, and with the cost and the figures that they are showing they are being very kind to the Village.  

John: Does anyone have any problems with doing it this way?  (No one answered)

If you have any questions or concerns let me know.

John:  Something we have talked about in the past and we need to move forward with is narrow banding. It deals with our radios and the FCC, we are at a 25 band width, we got to get down to  12 ½.  The fire department is already there, but the Village Utilities and the Police Department still has to do that.  The  police is working on it, but all of their fees are already paid for by Huron County EMA, but the Village utilities we have to suffer that cost ourselves.  Some of those radios, I can do myself.  But about 50% I cannot do.  We are going to incur some costs very shortly.  It has to be done by January 1, 2013.
Paramore: Do you have an approximate Cost?

John: No

Martin: How many radios are we talking about?

John: about 12 portables, repeater and two mobiles.

Cooke: So you have 24 radios?

John: Roughly.

John: I don’t know if I talked to you a while back.  (John then held a map of the Reservoir up) .  He continued by saying, see that line by the reservoir, this is the south side.  This map showed a proposed calibration baseline for surveyors to erect 4  monuments, they want to enter into a contract with the Village to go ahead and do this.  What this is to calibrate surveyors instruments for distance. They want to do this at no charge to the Village. Steve has looked over the agreement and has no problem with it.

The only thing they want from the Village is, down at the east end, where the steps are going up to the structure, they would really like to add a parking lot.  What they have done, is they have agreed to purchase the culvert pipe and stone, as long as the village does the installation.  
Martin: Is this going to be at the base of the Reservoir or on the top.

John: It is going to be on the base of the reservoir, the flat ground.

Kaufman then made a motion to enter into agreement with Professional Land Surveyors of Ohio to allow this installation to be put in.  Paramore seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes.

John: Richland Engineering is moving forward with the Bridge project on Prospect Street, and that is going pretty good.

Also we took bids on the paving of White, Prospect, North Maple, East Street, and Grove Street. Erie Blacktop had the lowest bid.  The other bid that was turned in was for the Fire Station Roof, and that came in from Anney’s Insulation East.  They also provided us with 

a quote to repair the City Garage roof, and the Cemetery Mausoleum Roof.  Brian Cucco, thought it was high and he is looking elsewhere.  I would like to  move forward with the quote for the City Garage.  It is a total cost of $9,300.00.  This would be paid for as follows: $2,000 out of Street, $1,000 out of Sewer, $2,000 out of  Sanitation and $4,300 out of Water.  This will help fix the leaky roof, and also better insulate the garage for heat loss in the winter.

Also in your packet was the information on Retro-reflectivity a new law that must be done by January 2018.  Right now we have 3 people set to go to a class put on by ODOT, it is the second week in September.  As you can see we have a lot of work to do on all of our street signs to meet these requirements.  It is going to entail quite a bit of money to bring all of our street signs up to date.  
There is a spread sheet on the sanitary sewer projects.  It is just for your information, it is to look at.  If you have questions get with me and we can go over that.  

The last thing I have is a request from the Sons of the American Legion, Post 292 for a beer permit for Labor Day.  

Martin made a motion to allow the Beer Tent at Labor Day. Kaufman seconded the motion. Roll call: Martin –yes; Anderson –no; Cooke –yes; Myers – yes; Paramore – yes; and Kaufman – yes.

The Mayor then asked for a report from Chief Marko.
Chief Marko stated that he had a few things.  He explained that  Saturday morning the one cruiser was backed into by a citizen while parked at the Recreation  park.  This takes us down to one car.  The damaged car will be back in service we hope by Thursday.

Chief Marko announced that the Police are going to take over the Dari Bar at the Park for the Labor Day Weekend.  Jonna and Kevin VerBurg came up with this idea, and it will allow us to have a satellite office, and temporary holding facilities.  This will be manned during the Festival.
The Mayor then asked for a report from the Park Director.

Gary Hopkins had a request from the Recreation Committee to add Chris Kelly onto the board.   Cooke made a motion to add Chris Kelly to the Recreation Committee. Paramore seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes.
Gary then stated that the roof on the Hileman Building has been repaired.
Cooke then stated that he read in the minutes that Bryan Deppen is not doing the Truck or Tractor Pull this year. Chris Rowland, Park Committee member stated that Bryan Deppen stated last year he didn’t want to do the Truck Pull this year, so Jamie DeSanto from Wooster Diesel will be running it.  It is the same person that ran the Spring Truck Pull and Bryan stepped down at Monday nights Recreation Committee meeting from the Tractor Pull.
The Mayor then asked for any questions or public statements.  The Mayor then introduced Rick Hall from West Fir Street.  

Rick Hall then stated he was here to see if there were any opposition to starting up a small marble factory in town.

Mr. Hall then showed council a picture of the portable marble factory. He also explained how this would work.  He stated it takes 4 people to run the machine when it is up and running.

Martin asked what the benefit for the Village would be?

Mr. Hall stated jobs, and income tax.

Jonna asked if this factory puts out noxious fumes or was it going to be very loud?

Mr. Hall stated that there is some smell to it, and yes it does make noise, but it would only be for approximately 2 weeks 2 times a year.

Myers asked if they used recycled glass for this.  He stated no.
Steve Bond stated that if they want to create this factory, then they would have to have the Zoning and Planning Commission change the zoning, as right now Mr. Hall is zoned as commercial and it should be industrial.

Jonna will notify the Zoning and Planning Commission of a meeting.

 Wayne Pylant then took the floor.  He stated that there was two items he wanted to bring up to council .  He asked why council couldn’t do anything about the house across the street from his home.  It is 108 North Main, Tom Adkins owns this.  The porch is falling off, and you have woodchucks coming out of the house, and squirrels coming in.  The Village sent letters last year for people to mow their yards, this property you can bail the yard. They don’t mow their yard, in the back yard it is up to almost the  bed of a pick up truck, and the house is falling apart.  The second thing I want to bring up is North Main is going to have a kid killed if the speeders aren’t stopped.  We got a dog killed, but that wasn’t the drivers fault, he ran right out in front of the truck.  But the property is a major thing.  I had my house appraised and I lost $25,000 in the appraisal because of that house.
Everyone says he doesn’t live there, but he does live there every night, he goes in there every night.  I try not to say anything about someone else’s property, but this is getting ridiculous, he has rats coming out of there.  He has no electric, no heat, no water, no nothing but he still lives there. But on the speeding, in the last three weeks I have seen two little girls almost get hit, the cars came to a skidding stop to miss them. Some of the cars go down through there so fast that they are going to kill someone.  I hate to say it but it is getting to be a dangerous street, especially after 11:00 at night, those four wheel drive trucks race each other up and down through there.  

Myers what is the speed limit down through there?

John: It is 35.

Wayne: It is 35 and  I know there are some vehicles going down through there at about 70.  They go down to the Dari and turn around and come right back.  There was one vehicle that went down through there 30 to 35 times.  I would like to see something done with that and the house.

Steve Bond stated if there are weeds we can make them cut the weeds, if there are varmints that come in there the Health Department maybe can do something about that, beyond that if we could demonstrate it is a nuisance we could start action in court.

John C stated that it would have to go through Bob James, Zoning Inspector, first.

Steve Bond stated that was correct.

John Martin stated that it would seem to be a safety hazard with the animals going in and out.  If kids are playing around there it doesn’t seem safe.
Chief Marko showed council and Mr. Pylant the traffic records for the last month.  He stated that they have stepped up enforcement in that area, and that they have about 65 citations in that area.  He gave some of the tickets that were given out, such as 55 in a 35, 70 in a 35, 65 in a 35.  He stated that he was criticized the other day about being a Nazi, the police department just can’t win.

Mr. Bond then stated that the other thing is we passed this property maintenance ordinance, and it looks like they could be cited under that ordinance.  If the police and Bob went down there at the same time they could issue tickets on this.

Barry Overy then took the floor, he stated that on Park Avenue there is that old church that abuts up against the Library and the other day he had to holler at some girls that were going in that vacant building.  This building has been abandoned for some time now.  Also the house beside John Martin’s house is an eyesore, and I am getting tired of picking their trash out of my back yard.  We got to do something about those two.  I found out that the person that used to own the church is owned by the Mother, and she has  since passed away, unless she has left that to someone, isn’t that the property of New London.  Jonna stated no a lawyer in Cleveland owns that property, his name is Joseph Compli.  He owns both properties.  The house beside John and the old Baptist church property.  Barry Overy stated that a piece of board came off the roof of the garage and landed in his yard with the nails up.  We really need to do something about those eyesores.
Myers asked if this could be handled at the same time as the other property?

Steve Bond stated yes.

Chief Marko stated that they have made arrests for trespassing on that property.

Steve Bond stated that we cannot force them to lock these areas up.

Barry Overy asked  if we can’t bolt it or something.

Chief Marko stated no it is out of his hands legally.

Chris Rowland then asked if Dane Howard and him could also attend this meeting to be able to straighten out their property lines on First Street.

The Mayor then presented Ordinance 11-44 advancing money from the CSX fund to the Storm Sewer Fund for a second reading.

Paramore made a motion to approve the second reading of this ordinance. Myers seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes.
Ordinance 11-45 an ordinance changing the employee handbook and adding a section referring to leave donation program.  This ordinance was placed on a first reading. Martin made a motion to approve the first reading of this ordinance. Paramore seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes.
Ordinance 11-46 – an  ordinance allowing the administrator to advertise for bids on the HVAC equipment for the Hileman Building.  This ordinance was placed on an emergency.  Myers made a motion to suspend the rules. Cooke seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes.  Myers then made a motion to pass this ordinance on an emergency reading.  Paramore seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes.
Ordinance 11-47, an ordinance allowing the administrator to enter into contract with Erie Blacktop for the paving of White Avenue, Prospect Street, Grove Street, East Street, and North Maple Street.  Martin made a motion to suspend the rules to allow this ordinance to be passed on an emergency measure.  Anderson seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes.
Cooke made a motion to enter into contract with Erie Blacktop. Martin seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes.
Ordinance 11-48 an ordinance allowing the Village Administrator to enter into contract with Anney’s Insulation East for the repairs to the Fire Station Roof.  This ordinance was placed on a emergency reading.  Cooke made a motion to suspend the rules. Martin seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes.

Paramore then made a motion to allow the Village Administrator to enter into contract for the repairs to the Fire Station Roof.  Myers seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes.

The Mayor then asked council about a special meeting for Health Insurance Quotes.  It was decided to hold a special meeting on Monday, August 29th at 6:30 pm.  They would be allowed 20 minutes for each insurance agent.

The Mayor then asked if there was any other old business. 
Myers asked about the Prospect Street Bridge, how much do we have to pay, is it that $33,000.00.  John said it will depend on how much the bids come in for, as we have to pay a percentage.  I will have something later on that.
Myers then asked about paving Prospect Street, are we going to pave and then put the bridge in?

John stated no, we are only paving from Energy Street West on Prospect Street, because of the bridge repair

Myers then asked if Energy Street going to be paved.  John stated that Energy Street is going to be paved to the bridge on the Prospect Street paving job.  That is all coming out of the Revolving Loan Monies.

The Mayor then asked for new business.  Myers have had some complaints on parking downtown, and it is the employees of the stores that are parking on the Main Street.  Can the Chief ask the employers not to park in the parking spaces downtown.  I know we have a downtown parking ordinance, but maybe the Chief can talk to the employers or business owners first before we do anything else.

The Mayor then asked for approval of the bills to be paid. Kaufman made a motion to pay the bills. Paramore seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes.

Martin made a motion to move into executive session for the discussion of appointing a public official.  Anderson seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes.

Anderson made a motion to return to regular session. Cooke seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes.

Martin then made a motion to adjourn. Anderson seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes.
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
