REGULAR COUNCIL - DECEMBER 29, 2011

The Mayor called the meeting to order.  He then gave the invocation, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.

Roll call was taken with the following members present: Martin, Cooke Myers, Paramore and Anderson.  Kaufman was absent.

Also present: Shawn Pickworth, Melissa Wilson, Bill Curtis, and Chief Marko.

The Mayor then asked for approval of the Agenda.  Myers made a motion to approve the agenda. Cooke seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes.

The Minutes from the December 12, 2011 meeting were then presented for approval. Paramore made a motion to approve the minutes. Myers seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes.
Minutes from the December 19 special meeting were then presented for approval. Martin made a motion to approve these minutes. Cooke seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes.

The Mayor then asked for a report from John Chapin- acting administrator. 
John then stated that he is looking forward to working with Shawn Pickworth.  He also wanted to take the opportunity to thank everyone that he works with, especially with the help from Melissa and Jonna.  The three of us did the job together.  It came off smooth.  There is also a special thanks to my department for handling everything in my absence
Also thank you to council for their help.

We have all the equipment ready for winter.  The equipment has been tested.
We are planning on starting the tile work in the back of Siemens. We have been held up because of all of the rain.  There is just too much water back there for us to start. 
Marion thanked John for filling in, all of council stated he did a good job.

The Mayor then asked for any department reports.  He only saw the chief in attendance.  
Chief Marko stated he has just a few things to bring up.  He has received the new parking tickets and they will be starting to ticket people.  First they will go around once again to remind the store owners about this parking ban.

Chief Marko then stated that we have graffiti artists in town.  We are interviewing subjects and John and his crew went out to the overpass and underpass to paint over the graffiti.  They are working on this problem.  The group is called SOC – Social Outcasts.  The damage that has been done is over $1,000.00 at this time.
The Mayor then asked for any public questions or statement.  There were none.

The Mayor then presented Ordinance 11-62, an ordinance amending the 2011 appropriations for a third and final reading.  Paramore made a motion to approve the third and final reading.  Cooke seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes.

Ordinance 11-63, an ordinance entering into contract with Clarksfield Township for Fire protection for the next three years was then placed on a third and final reading.  Myers made a motion to approve the third and final reading. Anderson seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes.

Ordinance 11-64, an ordinance entering into contract with Fitchville Township for Fire Protection for the next three years was then placed on a third and final reading. Martin made a motion to approve the third and final reading. Paramore seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes.

Ordinance 11-65, an ordinance entering into contract with New London Township for Fire Protection for the next three years was then placed on a third and final reading.  Cooke made a motion to approve the third and final reading.  Myers seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes.

Ordinance 11-66, an ordinance correcting the sewer ordinance concerning the size of pipes was placed on a second reading.  Myers made a motion to approve the second reading of this ordinance. Anderson seconded the motion. 

John stated we did make on slight change on this ordinance. We needed to extend the pipe by the homeowner all the way up to the house.  Cooke asked if you were going to change it to where a homeowner could install a 6” pipe instead of a 4” pipe.  

John stated no not at this time.

Roll call was then taken. Martin, yes; Cooke – yes; Myers – yes; Paramore – yes; and Anderson – yes.

Ordinance 11-71, an ordinance setting the 2012 appropriations was placed on a first reading.  Cooke made a motion to approve the first reading of this ordinance. Myers seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes.
Martin asked if Mr. Hopkins retirement was scheduled for December 31, 2011.  

John stated yes.

Martin then asked about the flag pole out front.  John stated he thought our best bet was to order a new pole.  Myers stated that she has a company she can get prices from.

The Mayor asked for approval of the bills to be paid on Schedule “A” . Myers made a motion to approve the bills. Cooke seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes.

The Mayor then presented Schedule B for approval.  Martin made a motion to approve the bills. Anderson seconded the motion. Roll call: Anderson – yes; Paramore –yes; Myers – disqualify herself; Cooke – abstain; and Martin – yes.

Martin then made a motion to suspend the rules and enter into executive session to discuss personnel. Cooke seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes.
Martin then made a motion to return to regular session. Cooke seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes.

Myers then made a motion to adjourn. Paramore seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes.
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
