REGULAR COUNCIL – JANUARY 10, 2011

The Mayor called the meeting to order.  He gave the invocation followed by the Pledge.

Roll call of the members was taken:  Martin, Anderson, Cooke, Myers, and Kaufman.  Paramore was absent.

The Mayor then asked for approval of the agenda.  Myers made a motion to approve the agenda.  Anderson seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes.
The Minutes from the December 27, 2010 meeting were presented for approval.  Anderson made a motion to approve the minutes. Martin seconded the motion. Roll call: Kaufman – abstain; Myers – yes; Cooke –yes; Anderson – yes; and Martin – yes.

The Mayor then stated we need to elect a Council President Pro-tem.  Myers nominated Martin and Anderson nominated Kaufman.  Steve Bond suggested that we take the first name and vote on it, if there were three yes votes then that is who was Council President. 
Roll call for Martin as Council President Pro-tem. Martin –yes; Anderson – no; Cooke – yes; Myers – yes and Kaufman – abstain.  Martin is Council President Pro-tem.

The Mayor then presented the committees of council for the 2011 year for approval.  
Myers asked if some had resigned from the Recreation Committee.  Shawn stated yes two members did, Scott Carroll and Jason Anderson.  Cooke asked if we should replace these members.  Shawn stated no not at this time.  Martin asked if it would be a good idea to put a council member on the recreation Committee.  Cooke stated he did not see the need in that.  The Mayor asked for a motion to accept the committees.  Cooke made a motion to accept the committees as presented. Myers seconded the motion.  Roll call all ayes.

The Mayor asked for any public questions or statements.  There were none.
He then presented Ordinance 10-35 the 2011 Annual Appropriations ordinance for a third and final reading.  Kaufman made a motion to approve the Appropriations. Martin seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes.

The Administrator then asked council’s permission to present an ordinance changing the late filing fee for the New London Income Tax from $15.00 to $25.00.  This would be effective January 1, 2012.
Shawn will be meeting with Ben Kenny next Tuesday to start the Revolving Loan Paperwork on the Hileman Building HVAC system.
Shawn also was notified by Columbia Gas that they will change approximately 400 service lines to homes in New London.  This is to allow them to get the meters out of inside the houses and out where the new radio read system will work.

Cooke then asked Shawn about the pay rate for the new water employee.  Shawn stated that this is what is in the Employee Handbook now, it is nothing different, and he just wanted Council to be aware of the pay ranges.
Chief Marko then asked council to consider raising the pay rate for our Permanent Part time employee from $8.00 to $10.00 per hour.  Stuart stated he felt that this is what the income tax increase was for to help out the Police Department.  He then made a motion allowing the Permanent Part Time Police Officer to be paid $10.00 an hour effective as of January 9, 2011. Anderson seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes.
Steve Bond stated you have to check your contract for the health insurance and make sure of the coverage’s there.  You may have to pay health insurance on this employee no matter what your Employee Handbook states.

Gary Hopkins then stated that the park had had two vandalism incidents over the weekend and these have been turned over to the police department for their review.  The one did damage to the front gate and almost hit a building and the other almost hit the dumpster.  He stated that the cameras at the park helped in solving these incidents.
Kaufman then asked about a decision concerning the letter that council received from a citizen who would like the gate open at all times.  Gary stated he felt that the gate should be closed during the winter months as this helps with security and allows only one way out of the park.  After some discussion Council agreed to keeping the gate closed but letting the public know that they can walk through the park at anytime. 

The Mayor then asked for any new business.  There was none.  He then asked for any old business.  None was brought up.

The Mayor then asked for approval of the December monthly statement. Martin made a motion to approve this report.  Myers seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes.
The Mayor presented Schedule A of the bills to be paid for approval.  Anderson made a motion to approve Schedule A.  Myers seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes.

The Mayor then presented Schedule B of the bills to be paid for approval. Martin made a motion to approve Schedule B. Kaufman seconded the motion. Roll call: Kaufman – yes; Myers – disqualify herself; Cooke – abstain; Anderson – yes; and Martin – yes.

Myers then made a motion to adjourn. Kaufman seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes.
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
