NEW LONDON VILLAGE COUNCIL

Regular Meeting – Monday, July 14, 2014 @ 7 p.m.
In the absence of the Mayor, Council President John Martin called the meeting to order.  He then asked for a moment of silence, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Roll call was then taken with the following members present: Cooke, Myers, Paramore, Martin, and Winslow.  Curtis was absent.

Also present: Steve Bond,  Marvin McCallister, Bob James, Michelle Popa, Joy Bond, Lynn Phillips, Ellen Simmons, Joe Thomas, and Chief Marko. 

Martin then asked for a motion to amend the agenda.  Cooke made a motion to amend the agenda.  Paramore seconded the motion.  Roll Call - Cooke – yes; Myers – yes; Winslow – yes; Paramore – yes; Martin – abstain. Curtis - absent

Martin then called for approval of the agenda.  Myers made a motion to approve the agenda.  Cooke seconded the motion.  Roll call - all ayes.  No one opposed.
The Minutes from June 23, 2014 meeting were then presented for approval.  Paramore made a motion to approve the minutes.  Cooke seconded the motion.  Roll call – Cooke – yes; Myers – yes; Winslow – yes; Paramore – yes; Martin – abstain. Curtis - absent
The Minutes from the Special Meeting July 7, 2014 were then presented for approval.  Cooke made a motion to approve the minutes.  Paramore seconded the motion.  Roll call – all ayes.  No one opposed.

Martin asked for any public questions or statements.
Ellen Simmons then took the floor to explain that the New London CIC and Rotary Club is sponsoring a fundraising event in memory of Terry Wilson.  The event is called A Night at the Races, which will be held on October 4th, 2014 at 6 p.m., at the Hileman Building.  The funds raised will go towards a handicap accessible floating dock at the reservoir.  The estimated cost of the dock and installation is approximately $15,000 to $20,000.  Tickets for the event will be $25 which includes admission and a catered meal.  If you wish to participate in the races you can name a horse for $20 and you can become a sponsor for $100.  If your horse wins, you get $50 and if it places second, you get $25.  She thanked everyone and really hoped we could make this event a great success.
Ordinance 14-14, an ordinance allowing the Village to enter into contract with the Huron County Sheriff for Police Dispatching.  This ordinance was placed on a third and final reading.  Paramore made a motion to approve the third reading of this ordinance. Winslow seconded the motion, Roll call -all ayes.  No one opposed.

Ordinance 14-15, an ordinance allowing the Village to enter into contract with the Huron County Sheriff for Fire Dispatching.  This ordinance was placed on a third and final reading. Myers made a motion to approve the third reading. Winslow seconded the motion. Roll call - all ayes. No one opposed.

Ordinance 14-16, an ordinance amending sections 181.02, 181.03, 181.04, and 181.09 of the Income Tax ordinances of the Village of New London, renewing the additional .50% increase in the income tax by and for a period of an additional four years only and providing that the revenues generated by such additional tax would be used for Police and Fire operations and declaring an emergency.  This ordinance was placed on second reading.  Paramore made a motion to approve the second reading.  Myers seconded the motion.  Roll call - all ayes.  No one opposed.

Ordinance 14-18, an ordinance amending the 2014 Appropriations was placed on second reading.  Paramore made a motion to approve the second reading.  Cooke seconded the motion.  Roll call - all ayes.  No one opposed.

Resolution 14-11, a resolution directing the Board of Elections of Huron County to place upon the New London Village Ballot at the general election Nov. 4, 2014, the question of renewing the levy of an additional .50% municipal income tax; which is in excess of the 1% income tax now in effect.  This resolution was placed on second reading.  Myers made a motion to approve the second reading.  Paramore seconded the motion.  Roll call - all ayes.  No one opposed.

Ordinance 14-19, an ordinance amending ordinance 2014-01 and the Village’s Employee Handbook; relative to the pay ranges for Income Tax Clerk/Office Assistant, and declaring an Emergency.   Myers made a motion to suspend the rules to allow 14-17 to be passed on an emergency. Winslow seconded the motion. Roll call – Winslow –yes; Martin – yes; Paramore –yes; Myers – yes; Cooke – yes.  Curtis –absent.

Cooke then made a motion to approve Ordinance 14-19 on an emergency basis.  Myers seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes.  No one opposed.

Martin then called for Old Business.  There was none.  
Martin then called for New Business.

Cooke asked Shawn if we could get the contractor for the SSO project to move some of manholes that they had placed in the curb lawn at the corner of the old hospital.  The manhole boxes are very hard to see around and he’s afraid it could cause an accident.  Shawn said he would get with the contractor and get that taken care of.

Martin then discussed the upcoming duck blind draw.  Wilson suggested that this year we change the $50 deposit to a non-refundable $50 deposit.  She explained that we currently mail all letters and applications for the duck blind draw at the Village’s cost.  Keeping this deposit would help recoup some of that expense and also cover any damages that we could happen with hunters putting up or taking down their blinds at the reservoir.  Steve Bond stated that we can do that, but we need to have an ordinance for the changes.  Bond will have an ordinance ready for the next council meeting.  The duck blind draw was then scheduled to be held on August 11th at 6 p.m.
Martin then asked for a report from the Administrator. 
Shawn then gave his report:

Water

· Water Treatment Plants have been dealing with and correcting a taste & odor issue. Surface Water can be very difficult to treat in the summer months and a lot of factors play into this, we believe the issue has been corrected. At No Time Has our Water been Unsafe to Drink. Our water crew works hard to provide the best quality possible for our customers and will continue to do so.
Wastewater

· SSO Elimination Project – crews have been working on West Main Street, Shadyside Drive. Thursday, July 10th crews came across an issue with a storm sewer in direct line of where the new sanitary sewer is to be installed. Between the Contractors, Village & Engineering several conference calls were made and a solution to the problem was agreed upon. 

· Monthly progress meeting was held on July 8th between the Village, Contractor, Engineering & the USDA-RD. We continue to operate within our budget; so far there have been 5 change orders that have had some impact to the budget. See attached Project Outlay. As of July 8th the plan is that the main crew will complete West Main by the middle of August and setting up on South Main Street around August 18th. If project continues has planned all pipe will be in the ground by the first of November, this is the end of paving season which could force us to want until spring to do the repaving of the streets. The completion date for the project is 4/10/2015.

Street

· Picked up another load of cold patch for patching pot holes. Crews are trying to keep up with these as needed.

· A preconstruction meeting was held in Norwalk with the Village, County & AJ Riley Construction. Contractor plans on being in town by mid- August for the repaving of Third Street. Project expected to last 2-3 days.

· Our SWIF grant application through the Ohio EPA did not get funded. There were 81 grant application submitted for this funding and 22 got funded. Again this is very competitive and it is even harder for the small communities.

Sanitation

· Dumpster rentals continue to be in high demand and there have been a few times we had customers had to wait for dumpster due to all of the being rented. If you know you have a project coming up that you will be requesting a dumpster please call the office ahead of time and get your dumpster reserved for that time.
· Both garbage trucks have been put back into service. The new truck was down for about 2 week due to brake issues and a transmission issue. The transmission issue was covered by warranty. 
Parks

· Rockin the Rez – was held on Saturday, July 12th. We had a good turnout and a goodtime was had by all. Receive a lot of positive comments about the event, the Reservoir Park and everyone loved the fireworks.

· Huron County F. A. R. M. Tractor Show will be held on July 19th & 20th at our Rec. Park. This is the 2nd year for this event to be held in New London and we are expecting a good turnout.

· Windsurf Regatta will be held on July 19th & 20th at the Reservoir Park & Campground.

· Christmas in July is also on July 19th at the Reservoir Campground.

· Revelation Christian Camping Retreat will be held at the Reservoir Park & Campgrounds the weekend of July 25th – 27th.

Other

· Received another estimate for replacing the roof on the Municipal Building. See attached quote. This is something that we are going to have to do; the existing roof is in bad shape and will not last.
· Columbia Gas has had a Contractor in town doing some work on East Fir Street & North Main.
· Mosquitos have been terrible this year. The Village has been spraying almost on a weekly basis, some weeks on both Thursday & Friday nights. We have already gone through close to 85 gallons of spray. Another 55 gallon drum was ordered today; hopefully this will get us through the rest of the season.
· Zoning Code Update Project – August 11th @ 6:00 PM the Zoning & Planning Commission & Zoning Board of Appeals will meet to hopefully review the final draft of the proposed updates. If this happens we will then proceeds with the next steps of the process, presenting to Council, Public Hearings.
· Still working on getting a permit from Lake Erie & Wheeling Railroad that will allow the Village to access the property and see if we can relieve the flooding issue at our Reservoir Park & Campground. Permit expected to be granted later this week.
· Police Department Remold – remolding is almost complete. Furnishings will be delivered on Thursday, July 17th. So by Friday the Police will be able to start moving into their new department. Plan on giving Council a tour of the new department at the August 11th meeting. I am also working on a spread sheet that will show how much and what the money was spent on and will present it to Council as soon as I get this done and all the bills have are in. There were some unexpected cost with the remolding but we did this right and we should be pride of the results.
· Received this year packet for OPWC, Round 29 Funding Application. It is my intention to submit the same project as we did last year. This is a good project and we would have received funding had the project made the list. This project score very well at the State level and I expect that to be honored at the Local & District levels. I will need the same legislation passed by Council as I needed last year. Legislation to be present at next Council meeting.
· I was invited to attend and speak at the Village of New London Rotary Club today. I would like to thank the Rotary for having me and hope I was able to answer some questions.
· We would like to Welcome Michelle Popa to the Village as our Income Tax/Office Assistant. Michelle will be working at the Village Office part time starting the week of July 21st. We look forward to working with you.
Martin then called for Water/Sewer Dept. report.  There was nothing to report.
Martin then called for Recreation Dept. report.  Joe stated that the Rockin the Rez was a great success.  He thought they had between 350-400 people who attended the event.  The music, food, and fireworks were great!  He wanted to thank Shawn, Gabe Heileman, Terry Granneman, Jamie Castle, Chuck Tetrick, and Tim Brown, the Reservoir Office Staff, Police Dept., and anyone else he forgot to name, who helped make this event so successful.
Joe then stated that this weekend at the Recreation Park the F.A.R.M. show will be held and at the Reservoir the Windsurfing Regatta will be taking place.  Christian Revelations will be held at the Reservoir on July 25-27 and on July 26th there will be a men’s softball tournament at the Recreation Park.    

Joe wanted to thank Bill Parsley for the donation that made it possible to put in a basketball court at the Reservoir.  He thanked everyone who helped with that project.
Joe also stated that the 106th Firelands Labor Day Festival planning is underway.

Martin then called for Zoning Report.  Bob James then stated that he had met with a representative from Time Warner Cable and they are going to be expanding their hub they have on East Fir Street.  He had nothing further to report.  
Martin then asked for a report from the Police Chief.  Chief had nothing new to report.
Martin then asked for approval of the bills, Schedule A.  Myers made a motion to approve Schedule A.  Cooke seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes.

Paramore then made a motion to approve Schedule B of the bills to be paid. Winslow seconded the motion. Roll call: Martin – yes; Cooke –abstain; Myers –disqualify herself; Paramore – yes; and Winslow – yes; Curtis - absent

Cooke then made a motion to adjourn.  Winslow seconded the motion.  Roll call - all ayes.  No one opposed.
