REGULAR COUNCIL – JULY 23, 2012
This meeting was held at the New London Recreation Park Hileman Building due to the construction on the HVAC system at Municipal hall.

The Mayor called the meeting to order. He then gave the invocation followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.

Roll call was taken with the following members present: Martin, Curtis, Myers, Paramore, and Anderson. Cooke was absent.
Also present: John Chapin, Joe Thomas, Steve Bond, Lynn Phillips, Ellen Simmons, Faye Carroll, Dr. Erlenbach, Eva Snyder, Mike Marko, Mike Crabbs, Amy Bolding, and Bob James.

The Mayor asked for approval of the agenda.  Martin made a motion to approve the agenda. Curtis seconded the motion. Roll call – 5 yea votes.  No Nay votes
The Minutes from the July 9 meeting were then presented for approval. Myers made a motion to approve these minutes as written. Paramore seconded the motion.  5 yea votes. No Nay votes.

The Mayor then asked for a report from the Administrator.  In the absence of the Administrator , Melissa Wilson, Administrative Assistant gave the following report. 
Melissa stated that all council members should have a copy of the letter that we would like to send out to the citizens that have pool meters.  This states that if they don’t have a pool, we will start charging sewer on these meters, or they can have the meter removed.

Mr. Bond has looked this letter over and if it is okay with council we will send these out.

Mr. Bond stated that the ordinance 12-32 which is on for a reading tonight spells out very specifically about pools. 

Melissa also informed council that Mr. Jennings is working on the sale of the well field properties, he has turned the agreement over to his attorney and will get back to us. 
Melissa informed council that we had applied for a swift grant for water restoration, and have been denied.    We did not score very high.

John Chapin stated that this would have been used for improving the drainage of Bonny Creek.  There are some very bad areas in this creek.
Melissa stated that the grant program suggested we look into a different kind of grant for this.  Which we will do.

She also informed council that the Sanitation Truck is being worked on again which is under warranty, and the street sweeper has been fixed.  They have also started working on the HVAC system in Municipal Hall.
She had taken the Circus Clowns around last Friday.  They visited the Rest home, the Library, the Reservoir and the Day Care Center.  There were about 75 children and adults at the Library.  They put on a little ½ hour show for everyone at each stop.

She also wanted to remind everyone that they could purchase pre sale tickets for the circus at Sutton Bank, Gilbert Hardware and The Village Office. The profits from this will go to the Park.

Shawn had stated he had talked with Jason from Krock and Esser that he will be in next week to start the process of giving the records back to us.

Martin asked about the property beside the Village Hall parking lot.  Did Mr. Jennings say anything about this property.  Melissa stated no.

Melissa asked if there were any questions.  There were none.

John Chapin then gave his report and stated that we are really selling the water right now, and the project at Siemens is almost complete.

Myers asked if the reservoir was down, and if so how much?

John stated that is down about 2 feet, but so far we are okay in supplying water.
Chief Marko had nothing to present.
Joe Thomas then gave his report. He stated that Brad Booth and Chris Kelley took the old scale house down, it was in bad shape.  He also wanted to thank Rich Walter for paying for and resurfacing the basketball courts.  He donated the material and Bob Wilson and  Bobby Wilson donated their labor for this project.
He also wanted to thank Janice Myers for donating a outdoor dining set.  This is worth approximately $650.00.  We will be raffling off tickets on this, and the drawing will be on Monday night at the Firelands Festival.  You can purchase these tickets at the Village Office, Gilbert Hardware or the New London Reservoir office.
He also wanted to remind everyone that they can purchase weekend passes for the Firelands Festival at the Village office.  They are $15.00 each and are not refundable.

Joe then informed everyone that reservations for camping for Labor Day will be held on August 1st at 6:00 am.  This is on a first come first serve basis.
Ellen Simmons asked if the dinning set was the only door prize this year.  Joe explained no, this is an extra item that the money will go to the park.  Dick Sutherland is working on the door prizes. 
Bill Curtis then gave the ambulance report.  He reminded everyone that August 3 will be the open house for the elected officials, and August 4th from 1:00 – 3:00 for the Public.
Bob James stated that there will be a meeting of the zoning board next Monday at 7;00 pm at the Village office.
Eva Snyder then took the floor and stated that they were looking for permission along with the Legion to add a monument to the Memorial park  beside the Library.  This would be for Sgt Carroll and any other military member who fought in Iraq.  She passed pictures around for everyone to see what they were suggesting be done.  Heath White is helping with this also and will be working with the committee. After several questions council asked Eva to bring back a sketch or some other more detailed picture so that council could see where it was going to set. Eva stated she would and she would like to work with Council on this.  John Martin is on the committee for the memorial Park along with Vaughn Neel.  They will work with Eva, Shawn and the Committee


Dr. Harold Erlenbach then took the floor. He asked if there wasn’t anything or an ordinance against dog droppings on the sidewalks and streets.  He stated that people walk their dogs, but never clean up after them. He continued by saying it is not that hard to take a plastic bag along with you and clean up your mess.  He also would like to see people to quit throwing their trash down, like plastic bottles,  papers, and cigarette butts.  Isn’t that littering?
Martin stated that we addressed this same thing about 4 years ago.  There is an ordinance against this.  The Police will watch more closely and maybe start handing out tickets.
Mr. Charles Meade then took the floor asking about the pool meters. Curtis stated that there is an ordinance on tonight to discuss this.
 The Mayor then presented Ordinance 12-24, an ordinance allowing the Mayor to enter into contract with the Huron County Sheriff Department for dispatching the police.  This ordinance was placed on a third and final reading.  Paramore made a motion to approve the third and final reading.  Curtis seconded the motion. Roll call -5 ayes.  No Nays
Ordinance 12-25, an ordinance allowing the Mayor to enter into contract with the Huron County Sheriff to provide dispatching for the Fire Department was then placed on a third and final reading. Myers made a motion to approve the third and final reading. Anderson seconded the motion. Roll call – 5 ayes, no nays.

Ordinance 12-26, an ordinance allowing the Fiscal Officer to amend the 2012 appropriations was then placed on a third and final reading. Martin made a motion to approve the third and final reading. Paramore seconded the motion.  Roll call -5 ayes – no nays

Ordinance 12-29, an ordinance requiring foreclosed and vacant property to be registered with the Village.  Anderson stated that after reading through this she felt we were asking a lot of our citizens as they are out of work, and then some of the property that is vacant is an estate settlement.  She didn’t feel this was a good idea. Paramore made a motion to table this ordinance. Anderson seconded the motion. Roll call 5 ayes – no nays
Ordinance 12-31, an ordinance increasing the sanitation rates by .64 cents to be able to comply with the EPA and keep the compost pile cleaned up.  This ordinance was placed on a  first reading.  After some discussion Paramore made  a motion to table this ordinance. Myers seconded the motion. Roll call- 5 ayes no nays.
Melissa stated that she knows this was tabled but if it read that we would not charge for curbside pickup on leaves and limbs.  This could be included in the increase.

Ordinance 12-32, an ordinance relative to pool meters and charges was placed on a first reading.  Paramore made a motion to approve the first reading of this ordinance. Curtis seconded the motion. Roll call 5 ayes no nays.
The Mayor asked for any old business.  Jonna asked John Martin how the contract for the boy scout cabin was coming.  He stated the Boy Scout leaders have told him that they have to talk with their lawyer about this.  He will once again check with them and report back at the next meeting.

Curtis asked if we needed to vote on the letter concerning the pool meters. Steve Bond stated no.   

The Mayor then presented the bills to be paid for approval.  Curtis made a motion to approve the bills. Martin seconded the motion. Roll call 5 ayes, no nays.
Ellen Simmons then wanted to remind everyone that there will be a Pet parade this Saturday at 10:00 am.  There will also be a petting zoo from 10:00 am to 12:00.  This will be held across from the Post Office in conjunction with the Farmers Market.

Myers then made a motion to adjourn. Paramore seconded the motion. Roll call – 5 ayes No Nays.
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
