NEW LONDON VILLAGE COUNCIL

Regular Meeting – Monday, July 28, 2014 @ 7 p.m.
In the absence of the Mayor, Council President John Martin called the meeting to order.  He then asked for a moment of silence, followed by the Pledge of Allegiance. 

Roll call was then taken with the following members present: Cooke, Myers, Curtis, Paramore, Martin, and Winslow.  
Also present: Joe Thomas, John Chapin, Chief Marko, Ellen Simmons, Lynn Phillips, Dawn Hess, Dennis Stieber, & Todd Baumgartner. 

Martin then called for approval of the agenda.  Myers made a motion to approve the agenda.  Paramore seconded the motion.  Roll call - all ayes.  No one opposed.
The Minutes from July 14, 2014 meeting were then presented for approval.  Paramore made a motion to approve the minutes.  Cooke seconded the motion.  Roll call – Cooke – yes; Myers – yes; Winslow – yes; Paramore – yes; Martin – Yes. Curtis - abstain
Martin asked for any public questions or statements.
Dennis Stieber then took the floor.  He was just there to introduce himself as the Huron County Commissioner Democratic candidate.  He gave a brief personal history and asked if anyone had questions.  Council members then thanked him for coming.

Dawn Hess then stated she was there as a representative of the New London Eagles.  The Eagles have the beer tent at the Labor Day Festival this year, and she was just seeking council's approval for the beer tent permit.  Cooke asked if the Eagles would need to provide liability insurance for that event.  Shawn stated that he felt that Labor Day was a Village sponsored event and at the insurance renewal last year, he requested that we add it on to our policy.  The addition included six Village sponsored events and the cost was an approximate $1200 for the additional coverage.
Martin then called for Administrators' Report.

Water

· Plants have been running smoothly. Nothing major to report.
· Meters reading for the month of July was completed last week.
Wastewater

· SSO Project continues on West Main Street. Crews are working on laterals. Work to be done yet include finishing lateral work & abandoning 2 manholes. Trench repairs are scheduled to start around August 8th. 

Street

· Third Street resurfacing project is still scheduled to happen the week of August 18th.

Sanitation

· Dumpster rentals continue to be in high demand and there have been a few times we had customers had to wait for dumpster due to all of the being rented. If you know you have a project coming up that you will be requesting a dumpster please call the office ahead of time and get your dumpster reserved for that time.
Parks

· Parks have been very busy, this past weekend was the third weekend in a row that there has been some type of event being held at either the Rec. Park or the Reservoir Park. This past weekend there were events at both parks.

· Park Board met last week to discuss and plan Labor Day events. The board would like to recommend that the Village raise the admission for Labor Day from $6.00 per day to $7.00 per day. 3 day presale price of $15.00 will not change.

Other

· Zoning Code Update – August 11th @ 6:00 PM there will be a Zoning & Planning Commission & Zoning Board of Appeals Meeting. We will be reviewing the proposed final draft of the Zone Code Updates.

· A permit to enter was received for Lake Erie & Wheeling Railroad that will allow the Village to access the property to see if we can relieve some of the flooding issues we have had at our Reservoir Park & Campground.

· Police Department Remold – we most work is complete. The Police Department is in the process of moving into their new space. Work still to complete is the petitions for the men’s restroom still needed to be installed. Contractor says they will be here Wednesday morning to complete the project. I would like council to take the time tonight to tour the new Police Department.

Shawn stated that he had begun working with Engineers on updating this year OPWC Round 29 Funding Application. There will be some legislation that will be needed from Council for this application.

Martin then asked if there was anything to report in the Water/Waste Water Department.  There was none.
Martin then asked if there was anything to report in the Police Department.  There was none.

Martin then asked if there was anything to report in the Recreation Department.  Joe Thomas stated that the park and reservoir have both been busy, playing host to numerous events.  This past weekend the park held a men's softball tournament and the Hot Rod Charlie car show.  The reservoir hosted the Revelations Christian Retreat.  Planning for the Labor Day Festival is underway.  The Park Board had met on Monday, July 21st and voted to raise admission prices from $6 per person to $7 per person.  There will be pre-sale wrist bands for $15 per person and $10 per person for senior citizens (62 & over).  The pre-sale wrist bands are good for Saturday, Sunday, & Monday of the festival.  They are good for all day rides and whatever events and activities that are scheduled for those days.  The daily admission rate will be $7 per person, $4 Senior Citizen rate (62 & over) & 3 and under are free.  

Joe then stated that he was also there to ask if council would approve a beer permit for the Sons of American Legion, so they could have a beer tent on August 23, 2014.  This event would be the Wounded Warrior Poker Run.  They are using the Hileman Building and park for the event.  The SAL will donate 25% of the proceeds to the Recreation Park.
Old Business.  There was none.  

Martin then called for New Business.

Ordinance 14-16, an ordinance amending sections 181.02, 181.03, 181.04, and 181.09 of the Income Tax ordinances of the Village of New London, renewing the additional .50% increase in the income tax by and for a period of an additional four years only and providing that the revenues generated by such additional tax would be used for Police and Fire operations and declaring an emergency.  This ordinance was placed on third and final reading.  Paramore made a motion to approve the third and final reading.  Myers seconded the motion.  Roll call - all ayes.  No one opposed.

Ordinance 14-18, an ordinance amending the 2014 Appropriations was placed on third and final reading.  Paramore made a motion to approve the third and final reading.  Cooke seconded the motion.  Roll call - all ayes.  No one opposed.

Resolution 14-11, a resolution directing the Board of Elections of Huron County to place upon the New London Village Ballot at the general election Nov. 4, 2014, the question of renewing the levy of an additional .50% municipal income tax; which is in excess of the 1% income tax now in effect.  This resolution was placed on third and final reading.  Myers made a motion to approve the third and final reading.  Paramore seconded the motion.  Roll call - all ayes.  No one opposed.

Ordinance 14-20, an ordinance amending section 955.24 making duck blind deposits non-refundable.   Myers made a motion to suspend the rules to allow 14-20 to be passed on an emergency. Winslow seconded the motion. Roll call – Winslow –yes; Martin – yes; Paramore –yes; Myers – yes; Cooke – yes.  Curtis –yes.

Cooke then made a motion to approve Ordinance 14-20 on an emergency basis.  Myers seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes.  No one opposed.
Martin called for a motion to approve the beer permit for The Sons of American Legion to have a beer tent on August 23, 2014.  Curtis made a motion to approve the beer permit.  Paramore seconded the motion.  Roll call - all ayes.  No one opposed.

 Martin called for a motion to approve the beer permit for The Eagles to have a beer tent on Labor Day Weekend.  Paramore made a motion to approve the beer permit.  Curtis seconded the motion.  Roll call - all ayes.  No one opposed.
Martin then asked for approval of the monthly bills.  Curtis made a motion to approve the monthly.  Winslow seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes.

Cooke then made a motion to adjourn.  Winslow seconded the motion.  Roll call - all ayes.  No one opposed.   
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
