REGULAR COUNCIL - JULY 8, 2013
The Mayor called the meeting to order.  He then gave the invocation followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.

Roll call was taken with the following members present: Cooke, Curtis, Myers, and Anderson. Paramore and Martin were absent.

Also present: Brad Booth, Dennis Goetze, Joe Thomas, Jim Finley, Mike Marko, Bob James, and John Chapin.

The Mayor then asked for approval of the Agenda. Curtis made a motion to amend the agenda by removing the executive session, as Chief Marko stated it is no longer needed.

Cooke seconded the motion to approve the amended agenda. Roll call all ayes. No one opposed.

The Mayor then presented the minutes from the June 24, 2013 meeting for approval. Myers made a motion to approve the minutes. Anderson seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes.  No one opposed.
The Mayor then asked for a report from the Village Administrator.  

Shawn stated that water plant #1 produced 13.511 million gallons of water in June, and Plant #2 produced 17.961 gallons of water.  He also reported that they had cleaned the settling tanks, the crew drained and cleaned both tanks and found that sludge buildup was causing the issues.  

The water department is going to try to finish the last 3 service relocations on First Street this week if the weather holds. 

The Water crew has also installed approximately 65% of the remote meters and hopefully we can finish this project up this year or early 2014.  This would allow the customers to then have an actual monthly bill instead of 2 estimates and a reading. The water department has hung some door hangers on the homes of the residents that they will have to make an appointment with.  If these residents could call the Village Office and set an appointment to have the meters changed out it would speed this process along, these are the only meters that we now have to change.  We need access to the inside of the homes to be able to change these out.


We have almost finished everything up on the Sewer Project - (SSO Elimination Project). Hopefully soon we will be closing on the loan and be able to bid this project out.
The Waste Water Treatment Plant treated 17.494 million gallons in the month of June.

We are waiting on the date for the pre construction meeting with ODOT on the Prospect Street Bridge Project.

Shawn informed Council that rims on the Ford Backhoe are shot due to loading salt over the years.  He is going to go to Bluffton tomorrow to pick a set up.

Shawn also met with engineers on possible OPWC project.  He has having some cost studies done to determine what would be the best project to apply for using the scoring used by the County and district.  It has been a couple of years since New London has received any funding from OPWC.

The new 1 ton dump is due for service and they will schedule an appointment with the dealership to service the truck and to look for any warranty issues.

The abandoned house and lots are being mowed by the Village. Charges will be accessed to the property taxes, and letters have been sent to homeowners pertaining with complying with the Village grass ordinance.

Shawn also stated that someone has dumped motor oil down a catch basin on Energy Street in front of Firelands Electric.  This is illegal dumping that could carry serious consequences.  If anyone has seen someone doing this please contact our Police Department.

We removed the wooden shed behind the new council chambers, and have started the parking lot out front of the building and will finish this project when the rain stops.  Shawn also would like to see how much it would cost to cement that parking lot.

He has also had 4 trees removed around town.  They were dead ash trees.

We will once again be going out to spray for mosquitos when we get a couple of days in a row that are dry.

Shawn had placed a resume in each of the council packets.  This is T. Cole Risner, he has passed his wastewater 1 exam and Shawn, John and Don Patton interviewed him and Shawn would like permission to hire him.  Cooke stated he would like to wait until the next council meeting to give council a chance to go over the resume.

Jim Finley, reporter, asked if the folks that do not have a new remote meter should call the Village Office.  Shawn stated yes.

Shawn asked if there were any questions from anyone. 

The Mayor then asked John Chapin if he had anything to report.  John stated not at this time.

The Mayor then asked for a report from the Recreation Director, Joe Thomas. 
Joe reported that July will be a busy month for the Park and Reservoir.  He reminded everyone that on July 13th is our big concert. - "Rockin at the Res" This will have 17 bands, fireworks and concession.  He explained that all of these bands have donated their time and that Chris Castle and Jamie Castle have helped with this a lot.

On July 19, 20, and 21 the Farm Show that used to be held at the Huron County Fairgrounds is going to be in the Recreation Park.
Also on the 19, 20, and 21, is the windsurfing regatta at the Reservoir.

Hot Rod Charlie's car show is the 27th of July at the Recreation Park
On July 26- 28th will be the Revelation Christian Youth Camping Retreat.  This retreat is open to all church youth groups' members from ages 11-18, youth group leaders, parents, adults' chaperones and volunteers.  They will have 5 Christian Bands and guest speakers every evening during the weekend. Joe and Shawn have addressed a number of electrical issues in the Reservoir Park Campgrounds, issue range from loose or broken wires to failed breakers.  

They have also begun construction of a new drive at the recreation park.  This drive will help with the traffic issues during the Firelands Labor Day Festival. All traffic that needs to go to the campgrounds during Labor Day will use this drive only.  

The CBDG project for the Hileman Building has gone out for bid, and have to be back by July 25th.  This will be opened in Norwalk.  The bid documents can be picked up at Frederick Architects, LLC30 Park Street, on the square, Milan, Ohio 44846.

Joe had nothing else to present.

The Mayor asked Police Chief Marko if he had anything.  He stated no.

The Mayor asked for a report from Bill Curtis on the Firelands Ambulance Service.  Bill stated that the ambulance has been busy, in June they had 33 runs.  20 In New London, 1 to New London Township, 4 to Ruggles Township, and 4 to Fitchville Township.  Also they had 4 motor vehicle accidents.
The Mayor then asked for a report from Bob James, Zoning Inspector.  Bob stated he had nothing to present.
The Mayor then asked for any public questions or statements.  There were none.

The Mayor then presented Ordinance 13-17, an ordinance amending the 2013 Appropriations within the General Fund due to receiving extra funds.  This is the 3rd and final reading.  Myers made a motion to approve the third and final reading. Curtis seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes. No one opposed.
Ordinance 13-018, an ordinance amending the 2013 appropriations in all funds was then presented for a first reading.  Anderson made a motion to approve the first reading of this ordinance. Cooke seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes. - no one opposed.

The Mayor then asked for any old business.  There was none presented.

He then asked for new business.  None at this time.

The Mayor then asked for approval of the May monthly statement. Anderson made a motion to approve the monthly financial report. Curtis seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes. No one opposed.
Schedule A of the approval of the bills was then presented for approval. Cooke made a motion to approve Schedule A.  Myers seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes. No one opposed.

Schedule B was the presented for approval.  Anderson made a motion to approve Schedule B. Curtis seconded the motion. Roll call: Curtis - yes; Cooke - abstain; Myers - disqualify herself; and Anderson - yes.

Anderson then made a motion to adjourn. Curtis seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes.
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
