REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING – MARCH 11, 2013

The Mayor called the meeting to order followed by the Invocation.  He then led the Pledge of Allegiance.
Roll call was taken with the following members present: Martin, Curtis, Cooke, Myers, Paramore, and Anderson.
Also present: Chief Marko, Ellen Simmons, Joe Thomas and Steve Bond.
The Mayor then asked for approval of the agenda for tonight’s meeting.  Cooke made a motion to approve the agenda. Martin seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes.
The Minutes from the February 25, 2013 meeting were then presented for approval. Anderson made a motion to approve the minutes. Myers seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes.
The Mayor then asked for a report from the Administrator.
Shawn stated the following:
· The Water Department repaired a water main break on Third Street
· They have completed the installation of the Washburn Water line Project.  The line still has to be pressure tested, flushed and samples taken before it can be put into service.
· The Department are finishing up painting and updating the Lab at the water plant per the EPA instructions.
· In the Sewer Department, We held a meeting on March 5th at the Hileman Building from 6:00 TO 8:00 PM.  This meeting was to give residents an opportunity to come in and ask questions about the project and why we need a temporary construction easement.  We also were able to sign and notarize the easements free of charge.  We still have many more easements to get, and will be sending out another letter to residents inviting them to another meeting and giving them another opportunity to get the easements signed and notarized.  The EPA is finalizing the PTI Permit (Permit to install) and once that happens we have 18 months to complete the project so these easements are necessary to get the project done.  Any citizen can bring their easements in to the Village office during working hours and have them signed and notarized.  If anyone has questions or concerns they can either stop in the office to discuss it or make sure they attend the next meeting.
· In the Street department, the winter freeze and thaws is creating potholes.  We are starting to patch these as needed.  
· We have also replaced the salt spreader on the plow truck.  The Spreader was over 20 years old and was just not fixable one more time.
· The White Chevy one Ton is back in service, this was fixed under a Recall by GM.
· Shawn will be attending a meeting on March 13th at ODOT, to find out more on the Prospect Street Bridge Project.
· Sanitation department has been working with Firelands Electric on cleaning up the stump grindings and hauling away unwanted wood.  This is a slow process and is done after the Trash and Recycle Routes have been completed.  We will get to it but it may take some time.
· In Reference to the Compost Facility, We are not closing the Facility.  The Main Slide Gate at the Village Garage is opened and will remain open for Village Residents to dispose of yard Waste until such time as this is abused.
· We are no longer allowing any Cement, Bricks, and Stone, Sidewalk pieces or this type of material to be dumped at the Garage.  We need to get this area cleaned up.
· Concerning Spring Clean Up we are looking at the last full week in April, but the routes and schedules will be finalized and Announced by April 1st.
· Shawn attended the Huron County District Advisory Council, which was with the Huron County Health Department.
· We have a new phone system installed, and we are still working out problems with this.  Also our email addresses will be changing soon.  We have combined our phone, and emails to save money.  We used to have 3 phone services, and 4 email services for different departments and they are now all under one service.
· A reminder to all Citizens that if they are 18 years or older they must file a Village Income tax form, whether they have worked or not.  These forms are available at the New London Library, online, or at the Village Office, and if anyone needs helps with filling these forms out the Village Office is willing to help free of charge.
The Mayor then asked for a report from the Recreation Department.  Joe Thomas reported the following:
· He first of all wanted to thank the Eagles Local 2200 for their generous donation by helping us purchase a new play set that will go in our Reservoir Campground.
· He also reported that he had attended the Ohio Parks and Recreational Conference in Columbus in February.  Made a lot of new contacts and received a lot of good information.
· The First Corn Hole League has ended.  The league made $1480.00 for our parks and recreation.  Thank you to all who participated, and hopefully this will become an annual winter league.
The League Champions this year were Bill Parsley and Monty Marsh.  Runners up were Chad Mitchell and Chris Felver.  We also held a league tournament and the winners for the tournament were: Rob Danhoff and Alex Roeder.  Second place went to Joe Thomas and Bill Parsley.
· After receiving several complaints on the driveway that runs beside the Football field we had stone delivered.
· The New cabins are coming along.  Installation is complete.  We still have the electric and water to install, and we have already taken reservations to rent these cabins.  
· There will be a “Ladies Night Out” at the Park.  This is “CABIN FEVER CURE” to be held on Wednesday March 20 from 7:00 – 9:00 pm.  There are over 16 crafty demonstrations and a lot of new ideas for you to try.  There will also be refreshments and door prizes.  The admission is $15.00 and tickets are now on sale from any Board Member, Gas Depot, Gift Box or at Gilbert Hardware.  This will be a fun night.\
· The Fishing Tournament is back.  The Park will host a Spring Bass/ Walley Fishing Tournament to be held on May 11, 2013.  Registration is from 6:00 am to 7:30 am. The Fishing Hours will be from 7:30 am to 2:30 pm.  Weigh in Time is 2:45pm.  There will be cash Prizes.  There will also be a pancake and Sausage Breakfast from 6:00 am to 11:00 am on that day.  The registration for the Kids Fishing Derby will begin at 10:00 am, and the fishing starts from 10:30 am to 1:30 pm.  You must be 15 or under and must be with an Adult.  
· We are also finalizing the prints and putting together bids docs for the Hileman Building Project. We would like to complete this before the busy season starts with weddings, graduations and family reunions, Etc.
Bill Curtis reported on the Firelands Ambulance.   They had several Runs in February.
The Mayor then presented Ordinance 13-08, an ordinance to approve current replacement pages to the New London Codified Ordinances.  This ordinance was placed on a third and final reading.  Cooke made a motion to approve the third and final reading. Martin seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes. No one opposed.
Ordinance 13-10, an ordinance setting the fee for a tap in to the utilities was then placed on a third and final reading.  Myers made a motion to approve the third and final reading. Paramore seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes. No one opposed.
Ordinance 13-12, an agreement with CSX to encroach on their property for the planned sanitary sewer improvements.  This ordinance was placed on a first reading.  Curtis made a motion to approve the first reading. Martin seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes. No one opposed.
The Mayor then asked for any old business.  There was none.  He then asked for any new business.
Myers suggested that we set barrels at the compost facility for anyone to put their garbage bags in after dumping out their leaves.  Shawn said this was a good idea.  We can put a sign on it for trash bags.
Curtis then stated you are not going to allow dumping of dirt or stone products anymore.  Shawn stated no. Actually, that the pile of stone and dirt that has been down there for years and years, we have found a place someone that wants this and we just have to figure out how to get it there. It sure would be nice to clean that area up.  
Ellen Simmons asked if the gate around the compost pile would be open 24 hours a day.  Shawn stated yes at this point, unless someone abuses this.
Cooke then asked if we had looked into crushing the stone products.  Shawn stated yes, he had checked into this but we did not have enough to warrant hiring someone to do this.  Cooke stated yes, it would take about 4,000 to 5,000 tons to make it worth someone while to do this.
The Mayor then asked for approval of the bills.  He presented Schedule A for approval. Curtis made a motion to approve Schedule A. Cooke seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes. No one opposed.
Schedule B was then presented for approval.  Paramore made a motion to approve schedule B. Anderson seconded the motion. Roll call: Martin – yes; Curtis – yes; Cooke –abstain; Myers =Disqualify herself; -Paramore –yes; and Anderson –yes.

Curtis then made a motion to enter into executive session. Martin seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes.
Cooke made a motion to return to regular session. Curtis seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes.
Curtis then made a motion to Hire Ken Blackburn (the permanent part time police officer) as a full time officer, at the starting wage of $13.00 an hour.  Myers seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes. No one opposed.
Cook then made a motion to adjourn. Martin seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes.
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
