REGULAR COUNCIL -  MAY 13, 2013

The Mayor called the meeting to order.  He then gave the Invocation followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.

He then asked for roll call to be taken. The following members were present:  Martin, 

Curtis, Cooke, Myers and Paramore.  Anderson was absent.

Also present: Bob James, Shawn Pickworth, Dar Anderson, Steve Bond, Lynn Phillips, Ellen Simmons, and Chief Marko.  

The Mayor then asked for approval of the Agenda. Curtis made a motion to approve the agenda. Cooke seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes. No one opposed.

The Mayor then asked for approval of the minutes from the April 22, 2013 Myers made a motion to approve the minutes. Martin seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes.  No one opposed.

The Mayor then asked for a report from the Village Administrator, Shawn Pickworth.

Shawn gave the following report:

      
Water
· New Recirculation pumps have been installed at the water plant.  The former pumps were the original pumps.
· Annual tank cleaning is done in Plant #1.

· The water plant lab has been updated and looks very nice.  This was suggested by the Ohio EPA during our last inspection.

· The water crew will be relocating some water lines at the end of First and Prospect within the next couple of weeks to prepare for the replacement of the Prospect Street Bridge.
Sewer

· The Sewer Project is still going forward. We are working on the last few easements that need to be done for this project.

· The crew will be removing sludge from the drying beds this week.

· The trickling Filter motor has been repaired and put back into service.

Street

· The Street Crew has been out patching holes.  They are also inspecting and cleaning some catch basins around town.

· ODOT is accepting bids for the construction of the Prospect Street Bridge.

Sanitation

· The Sanitation Crew  picked up 55 tons during the Spring Clean Up.  Last year we picked up 80 ton.

· The Abandoned houses and lots are being mowed by the Village. Charges will be accessed to the property taxes.  Letters are also being sent to homeowners pertaining with complying with the Village grass Ordinance.

Recreation

· The New London Recreation Committee met at the new cabins at the Reservoir on Monday, May 6.  Shawn wanted to thank the Committee for all of the help and support with all of the projects that have been so far this year.

· The Recreation Crew has been busy mowing, and getting ready for the camping season.

· The Fishing Tournament was help this past weekend, Saturday May 11, 2013.  There were 11 teams participating.  We also raised $300.00 from the Pancake and Sausage Breakfast.

· There will be a Revelation Christian Youth Camping Retreat the weekend of July 26 to July 28 at the Reservoir.  This retreat is open to all Church youth group members from 11 - 18, youth group leaders, parents, adult chaperones and Volunteers.  This could turn into a huge event for the New London with church youth groups from all over northern Ohio. Misc.

· We did have a safety meeting for all departments on Wednesday, May 1.  The topic of the meeting was about proper safety wear when out on the job.  We also talked about contractors coming into town for the planned projects and how we are expected to wear the same safety equipment that contractors require their workers to wear.
· We have purchased a new Trench Box to be used by our workers when working more than 4 feet below the surface of the ground.

Roll call was then taken.  Those in favor -All ayes.  an no one opposed.

Ordinance 13-16, an ordinance amending the employee handbook concerning vehicle use policy.  This ordinance was placed on a first reading.  Cooke made a motion to approve the first reading. Martin seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes. No one opposed.

Resolution 13-04, a Resolution allowing the Village to enter into contract with Huron County Emergency Management for the 2013-2014 fiscal year.  Martin made a motion to approve the first reading. Cooke seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes. No one opposed.
The Mayor presented the April Monthly Financial Statement for approval. Myers made a motion to approve the statement. Paramore seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes. No one opposed.
The Mayor then presented Schedule A of the bills to be paid. Curtis made a motion to approve Schedule A.  Myers seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes.

The Mayor then presented Schedule B of the bills to be paid. Paramore made a motion to approve Schedule B. Martin seconded the motion. Roll call: Martin - yes; Curtis - yes; Cooke - Abstain; Myers - disqualify herself and Paramore - yes.
The Mayor then wanted to remind everyone that the next scheduled meeting of council will be June 10th.  The last meeting in May has been cancelled due to Memorial Day.

The Police Chief then asked for an executive session to discuss personnel. Martin made a motion to suspend the rules and enter into executive session for the purpose of discussing personnel. Curtis seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes.

Martin made a motion to return to regular session. Cooke seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes.
