NEW LONDON VILLAGE COUNCIL

Regular Meeting – Monday, June 23, 2014 @ 7 p.m.
In the absence of the Mayor and Council President Martin, it was moved by Cooke, seconded by Myers, that Mr. Curtis serve as temporary Chair, and this passed unanimously.  Bill Curtis then called the meeting to order followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.
Roll Call was then taken with the following members present: Cooke, Myers, Curtis, Paramore and Winslow.  Martin was absent.
Also present: Chief Marko, John Chapin, Ellen Simmons & Lynn Phillips.

Bill then asked for approval of the agenda.  Paramore made a motion to approve the agenda.  Myers seconded the motion.  Roll call - all ayes.  No one opposed.
The Minutes from June 9, 2014 meeting were then presented for approval.  Cooke made a motion to approve the minutes.  Paramore seconded the motion.  Roll call - all ayes.  No one opposed.
Bill asked for any public questions or statements, there were none.
Bill then called for a report from the Administrator.

Shawn gave a brief update on the status of the Police Dept. remodel.  The remodel is almost finished and the new “move in” day is July 4th.  
Shawn also reminded everyone that the Reservoir is hosting the 2nd Annual Rockin the Rez on Saturday, July 12th.  The event will showcase 5 bands and run from 1 p.m. to 9:30 p.m. with fireworks at the conclusion. Adults are $10 – Kids 3-16 are $2 and 3 & under are free.
Shawn stated that the next phase of the SSO elimination project had begun on West Main Street.  The detour signs are incorrect and they are working on getting those corrected.
Shawn and Melissa had reviewed resumes that were received for the part-time opening within the office.  They went through them and picked the top 3 most qualified candidates.   Council felt the next step would be for Shawn and Melissa to interview those candidates and then council would interview the candidates that Shawn and Melissa recommend.  Shawn asked that the next council meeting to start at 6:30 instead of 7:30 for the interviews to be conducted.
Shawn was contacted by Huron County Jobs and Family Services regarding the summer youth TANF program to see if we could take on another youth.  Council felt that was ok to take another youth and use them out at the Reservoir. 
Shawn stated that the new council building parking lot is going in, the street grindings will be topped off with stones and then it'll be finished.  The air conditioner in council is not working and Shawn is going to try and clean the condenser and then go from there.

Marion requested a breakdown of the Police Departments remodel expenditures.  Shawn stated he would get council those figures.
Bill then asked for a report from the Water/Sewer Dept. 
John stated that the Water Dept. has been working on locating and repairing a leak on East Main Street & East Street.  After the leak was found and repaired, they ran a comparison on the last 8 days before the leak was fixed and 8 days after the leak was fixed and right now we are 30,000 gallons a day less.  It appeared that the leak was next to a storm sewer tile, which is why it was hard to locate.  
John then talked about the check to be paid to CSX for permit fees for the water line project on Section Line Rd. to connect two dead-end lines.  This needs to be done for water quality out in the area.
The Water Dept. also fixed a leak on North Maple Street.  It wasn’t a major leak, but glad to have found it and repaired it.

John stated that the Fire Dept. just had their 10 year ISO inspection.  This gives the Fire Dept. a rating which goes towards the insurance rates for homeowners in New London.  Once he gets the report back he will share the information with council.  

Fire Dept. would like to add 2 new firefighters.  Justin Simonson, he is already a certified fire fighter and EMT and Robert Ives.  John would like council’s permission to add them to the roster.  Including the new hires it would take the Fire Dept. roster to 28.  John stated that he tries to keep the average of about 10 fire fighters to respond to a run.  So when they dip below 10 he tries to add to the roster.  Myers made a motion to allow John to hire Justin Simonson and Robert Ives.  Cooke seconded the motion.  Roll call - all ayes.  No one opposed.  

The Fire Dept. did a live burn for training purposes with Ehove on Sunday and everything went well.

Bill then asked for a report from the Police Chief.

Chief had nothing new to report.  A question was asked regarding the vandalism done in town.  Chief said that at this time everything has been sent to the prosecutor and is pending charges.
Bill Curtis then stated that Firelands Ambulance had 40 runs in May; 19 runs in the Village, 3 in New London Township, 3 in Ruggles, 6 in Troy Township, 7 in Fitchville Township, and 2 mutual aids.
Ordinance 14-14, an ordinance allowing the Village to enter into contract with the Huron County Sheriff for Police Dispatching.  This ordinance was placed on a second reading.  Paramore made a motion to approve the second reading of this ordinance. Cooke seconded the motion, Roll call -all ayes.  No one opposed.

Ordinance 14-15, an ordinance allowing the Village to enter into contract with the Huron County Sheriff for Fire Dispatching.  This ordinance was placed on a second reading. Myers made a motion to approve the second reading. Paramore seconded the motion. Roll call - all ayes. No one opposed.

Ordinance 14-16, an ordinance amending sections 181.02, 181.03, 181.04, and 181.09 of the Income Tax ordinances of the Village of New London, renewing the additional .50% increase in the income tax by and for a period of an additional four years only and providing that the revenues generated by such additional tax would be used for Police and Fire operations and declaring an emergency.  This ordinance was placed on first reading.  Cooke made a motion to approve the first reading.  Myers seconded the motion.  Roll call - all ayes.  No one opposed.

Ordinance 14-17, an ordinance amending ordinance 2014-01 and the Village’s Employee Handbook; relative to the pay ranges for Village Employees, and declaring an Emergency.   Myers made a motion to suspend the rules to allow 14-17 to be passed on an emergency. Paramore seconded the motion. Roll call - all ayes.

Cooke then made a motion to approve Ordinance 14-17 on an emergency basis.  Myers seconded the motion. Roll call: Myers -yes; Curtis – yes; Cooke – yes; Paramore – yes; Winslow – yes; Martin – absent. 
Ordinance 14-18, an ordinance amending the 2014 Appropriations was placed on first reading.  Paramore made a motion to approve the first reading.  Cooke seconded the motion.  Roll call - all ayes.  No one opposed.

Resolution 14-11, a resolution directing the Board of Elections of Huron County to place upon the New London Village Ballot at the general election Nov. 4, 2014, the question of renewing the levy of an additional .50% municipal income tax; which is in excess of the 1% income tax now in effect.  This resolution was placed on first reading.  Myers made a motion to approve the first reading.  Paramore seconded the motion.  Roll call - all ayes.  No one opposed.

Bill then called for Old Business

Bill wanted to take a moment Thank recently retired Village Fiscal Officer Jonna Rowland for her 31 years of outstanding service and dedication to the Village of New London.  She went above and beyond the call of duty for many years and she will be greatly missed.
Bill then called for New Business.  There was none.
Bill then presented the monthly bills for approval.  Cooke made a motion to approve the bills.  Myers seconded the motion.  Roll call - all ayes.  No one opposed.  
Paramore then made a motion to adjourn.  Winslow seconded the motion.  Roll call - all ayes.  No one opposed.   
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
