Mayor asked for any public questions or statements.
Ellen Simmons took the floor to remind everyone about the upcoming Hometown Holidays event that will be held on Saturday, December 6, 2014.  There will be activities going on in the Firelands Ambulance building at 25 James Street.  Carriages rides will be begin at noon and go until 3 p.m.  This event is sponsored by the New London Community Club.  There will also be a craft show held in the Hileman Building at the park.
Mayor then called for a report from the Administrator.  Shawn presented the following:
Water

· Poggemeyer Design Group will begin a water study on our water plants and distribution system starting in December 2014. This study will help us identify future improvement needs and will help with funding opportunities.

Wastewater

· SSO Elimination Project- Crews installed the last manhole on Friday, November 21, 2014; it was the last of the additional 24 manholes installed around the Village. The slip line crew should be here mid-December and stay through the first of March. Attached are the minutes from the November 11, 2014 field meeting. Next field meeting will be held on December 9, 2014. 

Street
· Ordered and Received 1 Load of Salt (23.5 Tons) at a cost of $115per/ton. This is the cheapest I have found so far this year. 

Parks

· Nellie Timbs has turned in her Resignation as Campground Manger at our Reservoir Park & Campgrounds. 

· Christmas in the Park- come out and see the lights & displays at our Recreation Park. Breakfast with Santa will be on December 14, 2014 from 8:00 AM to Noon @ the Hileman Building.

Other

· Having some much needed repairs done to the ceilings in the Medical Building. I also have received a quote for new windows; the existing windows are in really bad shape.

· The Village Offices will be closed Thursday, November 27th & Friday, November 28th and will reopen on Monday, December 1 @ 8:00 AM.

Mayor then asked for a report from the Water/Sewer Dept.   John Chapin had nothing to report.
Mayor then asked for a report from the Police Chief.  Chief had nothing to report.
Bill Curtis had nothing to report from the Ambulance meeting.
Mayor then asked if there was anything new from Zoning.  Shawn stated that he will have to reschedule a zoning meeting.  Shawn figured he would wait and reschedule the meeting after the start of 2015.  
Mayor then called for a report from the Recreation Dept.  Joe stated he would like to move the Reservoir Campground Office to the building by the beach.  He wanted to know what council thought.  Joe figured the cost to move and remodel the building would be about $5,000 - $6,000.  Council stated that they felt they would like a list of the changes and the costs associated with those changes.  Council also felt that if it was within his budget they didn’t have a problem with it.
