NEW LONDON VILLAGE COUNCIL

Regular Meeting – Monday, October 27, 2014 @ 7 p.m.

John Martin, Council President, called the meeting to order.  He then gave the invocation followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.
Roll call was then taken with the following members present: Myers, Cooke, Curtis, Winslow, Martin. Paramore was absent.  
Also present: Ellen Simmons, Lynn Phillips, John Chapin, Joe Thomas, Bob James and Chief Marko. 

John then asked for approval of the agenda.  Curtis made a motion to approve the agenda.  Myers seconded the motion.  Roll call - all ayes.  No one opposed.
The minutes from the workshop and regular meeting held on October 13, 2014 were then presented for approval.  Myers made a motion to approve the minutes.  Winslow seconded the motion.  Roll call - all ayes.  No one opposed.
John asked for any public questions or statements.
Ellen Simmons took the floor.  She was there to report on the Terry Wilson Memorial Fund.  She had plans from an architect, showing a sample of what the overlook could possibly look like.  She stated that so far they have raised a little over $10,000 towards the project.  
John then called for a report from the Administrator.  Shawn presented the following:
Water

· A major water leak was detected on Sunday, October 12, 2014 from our water plant scada system. We were losing water from our tower at a faster than normal rate. The Water Crew found water coming out of a storm sewer in Skellenger Creek near Short Sherman Street. With the help of a locator crew they were able to track the leak back to New London Ave. Leak was dug up and fixed. We figure that we were losing around 200,000 – 300,000 gallons per day. 2 more leaks were detected and fixed 1 on Daisy Drive and 1 on West Washburn.

· Crew has begun fall PM’s on the water plants. Today they drained a settling basin for cleaning and repairs. This will continue throughout the week mainly in Plant 1. 

· We have received a signed contract with CSX that will allow us to move forward on the Section Line Rd. Waterline Improvement Project. Project start date is yet to be determined.

Wastewater

· SSO Elimination Project – crews are busy with restoration work, trying to get as much done before the weather turns. New manholes have been installed on New London Ave & East Street. Paving crews were in town on Wednesday, October 22, 2014 and paved spots on West Main, a large section on South Main. Paving crews back in town today and are expected to stay until all the roads are patched and ready to open. There will be some driveways that will have to wait until next springs to finish restorations.
New Manholes are now being installed on North Maple. 3 have been completed with 2 remaining to do. We are now looking into install new manholes on Williams Street & New Kirk between North Maple and Walnut as budget allows.

A copy of the October 14, 2014 field meeting is attached. Next field meeting is scheduled for Monday, November 10, 2014 @ 10:00 AM.
· Plugged Sewer between Short Sherman Street and West Hooker. Sewer was dug up and repaired on Wednesday, October 22, 2014. There will be some restoration work that will have to be done next spring.

· Issue with the new dump truck PTO engaging. Took truck back to the company who installed the hoist and bed for service. Found a bad connection to the PTO and also found that the ground needed to be rerouted and terminated correctly.

Street

· I am proud to announce that the OPWC “Birch Park Drive Improvement Project” will be funded through Issue 1 funding. We have been fighting for this project for 2 years and it is finally going to happen. We score to District as the #4 project in Huron County, at District we placed #18 out of 34 projects recommended for funding. We will receive $133,000.00 in Grant, $133,000.00 in Loan with the Village match of $55,000.00 for a total of $321,000.00 project. The project will include some storm sewer work along with new road, catch basins, curbs and sidewalks. Project area is from Fairhome Street to East Street.

· Road Salt, right now our salt storage is limited to around 25 – 30 ton of salt. We can rent a bay at the old Kent/Ohio Body building for $150.00 per/month. This would allow us to store up to 200 tons of salt. Right now salt prices are crazy and we are waiting to see if the prices come down as the availability of salt increases. If this does happen I believe it would be in our best interest to stock up at that time.

Sanitation

· Dumpster rentals continue to be in high demand and there have been a few times we had customers had to wait for dumpster due to all of them being rented. If you know you have a project coming up that you will be requesting a dumpster please call the office ahead of time and get your dumpster reserved for that time.
·   2 commercial dumpsters were taken out of service due to structure damage. Crew will repair and put back into service.
· Veterans Day, Tuesday, November 11th is a Holiday for the Village. The Sanitation Crew has elected to take Monday, November 10th off and work on the 11th so the garbage routes will not be affected for the week. If this is okay with Council? Thanksgiving, Christmas & New Year’s weeks will be announced at the November 10th Council Meeting. 
· We have had some emails & phone calls wanting to know when the Village will be doing fall leaf pickup. The Village does not own a Leaf Vac. so we do not provide that service anymore. We will pick up bags of leaves if they are put on the tree lawn for $1.00 per/bag or residents can haul their leaves to our Compost Facility located at the Village Garage on West Fir Street at no charge. 
Parks
·  2nd Annual New London Parks Gun Raffle will be held on November 1st in the Hileman Building @ 12:00 PM. 25 Guns to be raffled. Tickets are $10.00 includes meal & entry. Tickets can be bought from any Park Board Member, Gilbert’s Hardware, and The Gas Depot & at the Village Offices. All FFL Rules Apply. Do not have to be present to win. Transfers can be done the day of the drawing. Come out and support our Parks & Recreation.

· Camping Season is over. Waterlines will be drained and winterized on Wednesday, October 29th in both the Reservoir Park & the Recreation Park. This means that the bathrooms will be closed for the year in both parks.  We will then contact Fireland’s Electric and have them turn the power off at the Reservoir Park.

Other

· November 4th is Election Day. We have a tax renewal levy on the ballot that supports our Police & Fire Departments. This is not a new tax, voters will not be paying any more than what they are now. This renewal is vital to the operation of our Police Department.  We have some of the most dedicated officers around that come to work every day ready to serve and protect our citizens. Please vote for the tax levy & keep New London a safe place.
· Sunday, November 2, 2014 is time change day. Remember to set your clocks back 1 hour Saturday night before you go to bed.

· Met with Mark Lesner, Architect who designed the overlook in Lorain County along with Ellen Simmons at our Reservoir to review the proposed site for the Terry Wilson Memorial Overlook. Mark was very impressed with our Reservoir and the proposed location for the Overlook. There is legislation before council tonight that will allow us to move forward with this project as funds become available.

· Zoning & Planning Commission and Zoning Board of Appeals met on Monday, October 20, 2014 along with Paul Tecpanecatl from Poggemeyer Design Group. Zoning Code Updates and changes were reviewed along with a proposed Zoning Map. Some change requests were made with the proposed map. Changes will be made and again presented to the boards. 

· Our farming land contract is up this year. Does Council want to advertise for bids or renew the contract with the current farmer?
John then asked for a report from the Water/Sewer Dept.   John Chapin had nothing to report.
John then asked for a report from the Police Chief.  Chief Marko stated that the New London Police Department will be hosting a Children's I.D. program this Saturday, November 1st from 11 a.m. to 1 p.m. This event is open to any child or teen 15 and under who is accompanied by a parent or legal guardian. Each child will receive their own I.D. card (similar to a driver's license). It will have the child's picture on it and finger prints will be taken and all information will be stored at the Police Dept.
Bill Curtis had nothing to report from the Ambulance meeting.
Bob James had nothing to report on Zoning.
