REGULAR - SEPTEMBER 9, 2013

They Mayor called the meeting to order.  He gave the invocation followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.
Roll call was then taken with the following members present: Martin, Curtis, Myers, and Cooke.  Anderson and Paramore were absent.

Also present Bob James, Ellen Simmons, Lynn Phillips, Joe Thomas, Don Patton and Chief Marko.

The Mayor then asked for approval of the Agenda. Cooke made a motion to approve the agenda. Myers seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes. No one opposed.
The Minutes from the August 26 meeting were then presented for approval.  Curtis made a motion to approve the minutes. Myers seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes. No one opposed.

The Mayor then asked for a report from Shawn Pickworth, Village Administrator.
Shawn reported the following.  Water Plant #1, had a production of 13.085 million gallons for the month of August.  Plant #2, had a production of 16.920 million gallons for the month of August.

The Waste Water Treatment Plant treated 11.579 Million gallons for the month of August.  The Bid opening for the SSO Elimination project will be on September 24, at 12:00 noon at the New London Community Room and Council Chambers.

The crew is installing a new 10" storm sewer line from the Fire Station back to the new Prospect Street Bridge.

The water crew is working closely with the contractor on the relocation of the waterline at the Prospect Street bridge replacement project.

Shawn turned in the Ohio Public Works Grant Application to the County Engineers Office on Wednesday, September 4th.  This application is for grant money to improve Birch Park Drive Storm Sewer and Street.

We are repairing the International Dump Truck with a new hoist and bed.  We also found out this truck had a broken leaf spring on the right side.  That will also be repaired.
Shawn had attended a preconstruction meeting for the repaving of Energy Street.  Gerken paving received this bid and this project is slated to start approximately September 23, depending on the weather.  This will be a two day project.

He informed council that the Sanitation department continues to grow, we added 2 more customers to our rural route last week, and we continue to mow the abandoned properties.  The cost of mowing the properties will be accessed to the property taxes.

Shawn attended the WIA Board meeting in Huron County, and a Huron County Planning Commission meeting, and today he attended a meeting with Firelands Electric to review the line rebuild project that will be happening here in the Village starting sometime late year, early next year.  

Shawn asked if there were any other questions.
The mayor then asked for a report from the Recreation Department. Joe Thomas stated we just finished our annual Firelands Labor Day Festival.  This was a good weekend, and he wanted to thank all of the Volunteers who helped us.  Without the Volunteers there would be no festival.  He also wanted to remind everyone that this money goes to the Recreation Department and helps to keep it running all year long, as the Parks nor the Reservoir get any tax money.  The Festival is our one big money maker a year.  He also wanted to thank Firelands Ambulance Service, the New London Fire Department and also the New London Police Department for all of their help and service over the weekend.

He then reminded everyone that the Park is having another fund raiser.  This is hopefully the 1st annual gun raffle.  This will take place on October 5, at the Hileman Building starting at 12:00.  There will be food and drinks available, and there are 25 guns to be drawn.  You can purchase your raffle tickets at Gilbert Hardware or the Village Office.  The park board members also have tickets. Joe explained that by doing events like this it helps the parks put new things in our parks and keep the maintenance up on what we have.

September 14th there will a car cruise at the Reservoir and also a pancake and sausage breakfast.  The breakfast is open to anyone wanting to attend. The cars can start registering at 10:00 am. The first 100 cars will get a plaque.

Joe also stated that we have received our CBDG Funding for the remodeling of the Hileman Building.  We will only be remodeling the bathrooms this year, but this will start approximately October 21 and they will have the whole month of November to complete this project.

Then on October 28, Matt Bebe is putting on another Rockin at the Reservoir, hopefully will have another 17 bands again.  The tickets will be $10.00 each, and there will be concessions again.
The Mayor then asked for a report from the Police Department.  Chief Marko stated we had a good weekend over Labor Day nothing got too out of hand, just the normal stuff.
Bill Curtis gave a report from Firelands ambulance Service.  The Ambulance had 32 runs 18 in town, 2 in the township. 5 in Ruggles Township, 3 in Troy Township 3 in Fitchville, and 1 in Clarksfield.
Bob James, Zoning Commissioner informed Council that he and Shawn had meet with Poggemyer Design Group to obtain a quote for redoing our zoning code and map.  They came back with depending on how much detail we wanted to get into it could cost between $5,000 to $14,000.  This would take approximately 7 months to a year to complete.  Cooke stated he would like to see a more definite price on this, and also a specific guideline on what things cost and what they propose we do.

Bob stated that we would have to meet with the zoning commission to see how much detail they want to get into and then present their recommendation to council for approval.  This is where we could get a more definite price and scope of work that will be done.
The Mayor then asked for any public questions or statements.  There were none.
He then presented Ordinance 13-20, an ordinance allowing the money that the Village will receive from MCC Drilling to be placed into the Recreation Department.  This ordinance was placed on a first reading.  Martin made a motion to approve the first reading. Myers seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes. No one opposed.
Resolution 13-09 a resolution accepting the amounts and rates as determined by the budget commission of Huron County.  This resolution was placed on a first reading due to a lack of quorum.  Cooke made a motion to approve the first reading of this Resolution. Curtis seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes. No one opposed.

The Mayor then asked for any old business. Cooke stated that Mr. Vermillion with MCC Drilling had called to find out where to send the check for the drilling.  
The Mayor then asked for any old business.  Martin made a motion to allow the Eagles to sell beer at the Reservoir on September 28th during the concert.  Cooke seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes. No one opposed.
Curtis then made a motion to allow the Friends of the Park to sell beer during the Gun Raffle on October 5 at the Hileman Building.  Martin seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes. No one opposed.

The Mayor then presented Schedule "A" of the bills to be approved for payment. Myers made a motion to approve Schedule "A". Cooke seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes. No one opposed.

Schedule "B" was then presented.  Martin made a motion to approve Schedule B, Curtis seconded the motion. Roll call: Martin -yes; Curtis - yes; Cooke - abstain; and Myers disqualify herself.
With no further business to be discussed the Mayor then asked for a motion to adjourn.  Martin made a motion to adjourn. Curtis seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes. No one opposed.
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
