 A COUNCIL WORKSHOP WAS HELD FOR THE POLICE BUDGET - NOVEMBER 14, 2011.
Those present: Martin, Anderson, Myers, and Paramore. Cooke and Kaufman were absent,  Also present Council elect Bill Curtis, Gary Hopkins, Jason Popiel, Steve Bond Chief Marko, and Dar Anderson.

Chief Marko went over his budget with council and noted that in the future we will have to purchase a new police car or two cars as ours are getting to the point that we are putting more and more repairs into them.
Chief Marko also noted that he has budgeted $5,000 less this year than he did last year.

There were no questions.
REGULAR COUNCIL MEETING – NOVEMBER 14, 2011

The Mayor called the meeting to order.  He then gave the invocation followed by the Pledge of Allegiance.  

He then asked for Roll call to be taken:  Martin, Anderson, Myers and Paramore were in attendance.  Cooke and Kaufman were absent.

The Mayor then asked for approval of the minutes from the October 24, 2011 meeting.

Martin made a motion to approve the minutes. Anderson seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes.

The Mayor then asked for approval of the Agenda.  Anderson made a motion to approve the agenda. Myers seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes
The Mayor then asked for departmental reports.  John Chapin, administrator was not in attendance due to the storm.

Chief Marko stated we had just gone over everything when we went over his budget.
The Mayor then asked for a report from the Park. Gary Hopkins stated that he had both parks pretty much shut down.  He then asked council what they wanted him to do with the front gate, keep it locked or let it be open.  Council felt that for security it was a good idea to keep this gate locked.  This gate will be kept closed.
Jason Popiel from Krock Esser then stated that he felt our work session last week was good.  He informed council that Sam Alonso has started work on the quiet zone for railroads.  Jason also stated that he would like to get a hold of Jones and Henry and get a copy of their Cad information.  This would be helpful in getting the zoning map updated and we could use it on the infrastructure maps also.

Jason also stated that he and John had met with Rick Hall on West Fir about the marble plant.  He informed Mr. Hall that there is a procedure in place  and he needed to follow this procedure, like filing a zoning permit, and Jason asked him to file an actual plan and include the agreements with any easements and set back requirements.  He also stated that this is the job of the zoning inspector to follow through on.

Jason also informed council that tomorrow is the CIC Banquet and Sam is scheduled to speak.

He also would like to meet with Jones and Henry and Richland Engineering so that he can be brought up to date on the projects that are involved. He would like to know if we are on schedule or not, and if we are within budget or not for these projects.
He also is looking at the parks for several different options. He said we have a couple of options to go with fixing the road and sanitary sewers out there.  Also doing handicap access.   Most of these grants are due in February and March.  Everything else I have touched on.

Jonna stated that she has found out there are grants out there for asbestos removal, and she has asked Jason to look into this.  If we fix the heating and air in the municipal building we will have to do something with the asbestos pipes. He is to look into this.

Jason also reported that the specifications are pretty close to be being done on the Hileman Building, but he wants John to look them over before he brings them to council.
The Mayor then asked for public questions and statements.  Ellen Simmons stated that as Jason mentioned the CIC Banquet is tomorrow evening and the dinner will start at 6:00.  Ellen also asked if there was an update on the Administrator position.  The Mayor stated no update, He has one he needs to get with John for some questions he cannot answer and he also has two other applications.  One he doesn’t really like, but the other is probably a good one. 
The Mayor then presented Ordinance 11-58, a rate increase in the sewer rates.  This was placed on a second reading.  Myers made a motion to approve the second reading. Paramore seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes.

Ordinance 11-59, an ordinance setting the rules for parking for residents up town.  This is placed on a third reading.  Anderson made a motion to approve the third reading of this ordinance. Martin seconded the motion.
Martin then asked under Section C1 it states the fine shall be limited to $5.00 if paid within 48 hours.  Then in the second paragraph, are we going to impose a maximum fine after the 48 hours.  Steve Bond stated that would be  under a minor misdemeanor after the 48 hours and it would be a cost of $150.00.  Martin then asked if that is something that we should note in this ordinance. Mr. Bond stated no it is already covered under the line Minor Misdemeanor.
Roll call was then taken: Paramore- yes; Myers – yes; Anderson – yes; and Martin –yes.

Ordinance 11-60 an ordinance allowing the Village Administrator to enter into contract with Brouse McDowell to be the Village Solicitor for the 2012 year.  This ordinance was placed on a first reading.  Paramore made a motion to approve the first reading of this ordinance. Martin seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes.
Ordinance 11-61, an ordinance allowing the Village Administrator to enter into contract with Brian Burt to allow him to farm the land at the Reservoir.  This ordinance was placed on a  first reading.  Martin made a motion to approve the first reading. Anderson seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes.
Resolution 11-06 – Assessing the mowing costs to the properties that the Village mowed this summer.  This Resolution was placed on a second reading.  Myers made a motion to approve the assessment resolution. Martin seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes.
Myers then asked Jonna how we are coming on delinquent water bills.  I knew there was a problem in the past in getting them paid and that is why we passed that ordinance on the utility rules, so how is it coming.  Jonna stated we kind of okay, we just don’t get the payment agreement signed and we should.  We don’t follow that ordinance to the tee.  Lucinda is good at turning someone off after two months of not paying and she also turns off people if they say they are going to pay on a certain day and don’t.  But we really don’t follow that Utility rules to the T, and maybe Mr. Bond can help us more with that.

Jason then asked if we were re-bidding the mowing at the parks?  Martin thought that we were going to do that.  Jonna stated that they didn’t vote on this, she then asked council to make a motion on this.

Martin made a motion to re-bid the mowing for the Parks.  Myers seconded the motion.  Roll call all ayes.

The Mayor then asked for any new business.  Martin asked Gary according to the Recreation minutes Gayle Harlan resigned the board and there was a discussion on the her resignation.  Martin asked why she resigned.  Gary stated it was her physical health.

Martin then asked Steve Bond if council has to approve the Recreation Committee members , do we then have to approve their resignations?  Steve stated yes technically yes. Martin also asked that council be informed when someone resigns from the board.  We have a pretty good Park Board he kind of wanted to know why they were resigning.
Martin then made a motion to accept Gayle’s resignation.  Myers seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes.

Jonna stated well Chris Rowland also resigned.  Martin made a motion to accept his resignation. Paramore seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes.
Jonna also wanted to remind everyone that Christmas in the Park starts December 3, and anyone can put up a decoration.  Jonna also noted that we have three new groups to put up displays.  She also wanted the public to know that families are allowed to join in and put up displays.  

The Mayor then presented the October monthly report for approval.  Martin made a motion to approve the report.  Myers seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes.

The Mayor then presented Schedule A of the bills to be paid. Anderson made a motion to approve Schedule A. Paramore seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes.
The Mayor then asked for approval of Schedule B.  Martin made a motion to approve Schedule B. Anderson seconded the motion. Roll call : Martin –yes; Anderson – Myers – Disqualify herself, and Paramore -  yes.
Myers made a motion to adjourn. Martin seconded the motion. Roll call all ayes.
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
